Directions:

Travel to Saraburi on Route 1 approximately 180kms north of Bangkok. 

a) You can take the Don Mueang Expressway out of Bangkok onto Route 1 and keep going north. 

b) You can also go up the Second Stage expressway, turn off right at toll way to Thammasat road (R3214) to join Route 1. 

b) Or go north on the Outer Ring Road (Route 9) to join Route 1.

When approaching Saraburi take the Saraburi Bypass sign posted Lopburi to avoid the town. Look out for right turn off Route 1 at a big junction north of Saraburi onto Route 21 to Petchabun via Chai Badan, Si Thep and Wichien Buri. If you happen to go through Saraburi centre (no big deal unless it’s morning school time or evening traffic) the junction to Route 21 is 15km from the town centre.
Khao Ko is approximately two and a half hours to three hours drive north of Saraburi on Route 21 (turn off Route 1 north of Saraburi) onto Route 21, a good road. 13km north of Petchabun turn off left on Route 2258 (HHH sign) take this scenic winding road for 23km and turn right onto Route 2196 at Ruen Rudee junction to Khao Ko (HHH sign). Zero odo at junction, pass the Weapon Museum and Khao Ko Police Station, then at 8.9km turn left into hotel Big Coffee at the top of the hill (HHH sign). The bungalow accommodation is on the left just before the Big Coffee Hotel.
 Elevation approximately 1000 metres. Cold at night – bring a jacket.
Historians among you will know that this mountainous area was the battle field of the Thai communist party and the Royal Thai Army in 1965-1984. One of the two trails – the macho trail - will take you through this thick jungle area freshly hacked by the hares and an ex-commy guide.  The ordinary trail will involve a leisurely trot through magnificent scenery back to the hotel for refreshments. 
**When at the Wichienburi traffic lights, why not stop off at the very good Bua Tong Restaurant for Gai Yang, Som Tam with local fresh greens. 30 metres after the lights. Bua Tong 1 and Bua Tong 2 just beyond the first.
